Young people are in the best physical condition and should discover a sport that requires both enjoyment from being outside and feeling the wind in your face.  Sign up this year, under the Youth Commission sponsored Ski and Snowboard Club, as we can get you on the slopes for the lowest rates, so it’s a savings for you or your mom and dad if you want to join. The Youth Commissioners of the Town of Champlain and Chazy, Villages of Champlain, Mooers and Rouses Point think it is important that our youth be given a chance to learn how to ski or snowboard and finally enjoy winter in the North Country.    

The Club program will be offering multiple weeks of fun at TITUS Mountain3, Jay Peak, VT2, Smugglers’ Notch, VT2 and Whiteface Mountain, NY1.  Depending on the continued participation level, the club will continue as scheduled. The club will collect for the cost of lift tickets, lessons, rentals and bus ride each week on the way to the resort area. All ski club members are encouraged to take lessons. The lift ticket will cost $35 at Whiteface and $21/$24 (12-17 yr. old / 18+) at TITUS Mountain. Jay Peak will be $32 and Smugglers’ Notch will be $21/$25 (12-19 yr. old / 20+). Rates are eligible only for those accompanying members who place a 2011-2012 registration on file.

[image: image1.wmf]The fee for the bus driver will cost $7 for all members and is included in the price of your lift ticket. Students of other outside towns, but in the NCCS district, are welcomed to join in the program and will need to encourage their town youth program to contribute to the cost of transportation. 

Group Introductory Lessons, if you need or want one, are $6 at Titus (Min. of 10 required), $15 at Jay Peak, $14 at Smuggs and not included at Whiteface under the “Golden Opportunity Program. Lessons are 1- 2 hours long.  You can learn a lot in one hour.  Ski Area Instructors will provide the lessons: please note this is not a school function and school sport accident insurance does not provide coverage for cost of health care. In the event your child experiences an injury, the parent or guardian remain financially responsible for all medical care (100%) provided by any caregivers in treating all aspects of any injury.

The Club encourages beginners to rent equipment for the 1st day. Rentals can be acquired through Club discount rates directly from the ski area, ranging from $14 to $26 per day.  After the 1st successful day of sliding down the hill, equipment can continue to be rented or could be leased, or purchased at local Plattsburgh ski shops. Ski/Board Swap events are held during the fall and good equipment can be purchased at a fraction of the retail price. 

Living this far north and having such a long winter season, from November until April, it makes sense that you should learn an outdoor winter sport.  People from our locality can drive 1 hour each way to enjoy our ski areas.  We are fortunate to have these resorts in our own back yard. Want to know if skiing or snowboarding is probably a thing you should try?  The only person who can answer this is you! If you want to know, it is easier to stop or stand on skis than roller blades and if you like to wake or skate board, you may discover the secret, doing it on snow is by far a greater thrill.

Please note this is not a school function and school sports accident insurance does not provide insurance coverage. In the event of your child experiencing an injury, you remain financially responsible for all medical care, 100% of the cost! We allow any students grade 4 & up to participate, but for your child’s safety and enjoyment, it is the club’s policy to require each member in elementary school to have a ski-buddy each time they sign up to participate. It is important that you be available to pick up you child in the event of injuries or in the event that they don’t have a ski buddy,
